
The focus of his ministry at the 
time was directed towards young 
people. Katrine Sheahan and Fr. 
Gerry developed the idea for an 
alternative youth magazine.

So GATE, (God And Time 
Embrace) was born and it was 
launched in the year 2000.

“We called it GATE because a 
gateway is always an opening to 
new ways and new experiences. 
Jesus called Himself the Gate of 
the Sheepfold, securing the safety 
of all who enter through Him”, 
says Fr. Gerry.

Katrine became the first Editor 
of GATE and carried on until 
she married and the baton was 
then passed into the very capable 
hands of Brenda Woods.

Since its beginnings GATE has 
changed in format and design. It 
is now an active addition to the 
current religious syllabi in most 
schools north and south. 

This material takes the form of 
‘true life’ stories and contributions 
from celebrities and special inter-
est groups.

Fr. Gerry speaking on behalf of 
the Editorial Team says: “We like 
to comment on current topical is-
sues from a Christian perspective 
and so provide a forum for young 
people to express their thoughts 
and feelings on issues that relate 
to them.”

GATE also provides resources for 
prayer services, special Masses 
such as Beginning of School Year, 

Graduation, Bereavement, and 
Penance Services for the Seasons 
of the Liturgical Calendar.

Brenda Woods believes that: 
“GATE is one of those excep-
tional publications that allows 
its young readers to think about 
certain issues, without preaching 
to them”.

GATE challenges views, and 
perspectives and has the unique 
ability to bring together school 
and home life. Its success is due 
to the fact it can adapt and is in 
touch with real issues that school 
children respond to.
